The western part of South Caucasus, Ajara among them, is one of the first locations among the
civilizations worldwide, where the proccess of transformation began from the foraging economy (gath-
ering, fishing, hunting) to the producing economy (agriculture, farming, ceramic-making, sewing.) The
technology of stone tool making also experiences some innovative changes — polishing, rubbing, piercing
and etc.

There have been Late-Mesolithic — Early Neolithic sites discovered on the territory of Ajara, among
them: Khutsubani, the Kobuleti village, Kokhi, Jikhandjuri, Choloki, Makvaneti, Kvirike, Sakhalvasho,
Chaisubani (Ortabatumi), the Chaisubani of Chakvi, Beshumi, Kishla and so on. Each of them is an open
air-sites. The sites of this period have been found both on the hilly seaside, on the Subalpine zone and
the mountainous Ajara.

It was proved according to the Kobuleti village and the other sites of Ajara, that hunting, gathering
and fishing used to be the main fields of economy for the local population. Meanwhile the conditions
became suitable for the revolutionary changes both in the economy and the tool making technology. It
is remarkably visible by the Late Neolithic sites.

A closed-type water-line was also discovered on the Kobuleti site and no parallels have been found
for it. One of the water-pipes is situated alongside the eastern part of the site, while the other — along-
side the western part. The construction of the water-lines is solved in an interesting way: there was a
channel of 12-14 cm depth and 10-12 cm width cut into the red clay on the slightly inclined downhill.
On its both sides the more or less same size flat cobble stones were arranged. The water-line was also
covered with flat stones.

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The first site we need to mention among the Neolithic period sites is Makhvilauri. One of the branches
of the river Chorokhi delta sometime used to flow close to the sight. There is the unmoved cultural layer,
discovered in some places. It is dates by the end of the 7th millennium BC and the early stage of the 6th
millennium BC.

According to the artifacts, found in Makhvilauri, it is visible, that the macroliths, made of basalt and
cobble-stone, where widely used alongside the traditional flint and obsidian. The new forms of the pro-
ductive economy are clearly distinguishable. The researchers point out, that the agriculture has reached
a high level. All of this is proved by the various sites of material culture, discovered during the field-
work, which are: geometrical microliths (trapeze, segment, rectangle), pick-like and wedge-like microliths,
scrubbed-polished tools, hand-mills, hand-grinds, scrubber-grinders, spade-like tools and etc. The basalt
axes are found in many places. The special interest is summoned by the hoe-like tools.

Several amulet-like pierced stoned of cult functions are presented in the collection. A part of them
finds close analogues in the early samples of the so called Cycladic culture of the Crete-Mykonos.

It is clear by the example of Makvilauri, that fishing is one of the oldest and widest types of economy.
The key factor for this is the geographic configuration of being close to the sea and the river Chorokhi.
The cobble-stone sinker, notched on one side, used to sink more than 1000 nets have been discovered
on not a large territory during the archaeological excavations. The sinker don’t have parallels not only in
Georgian reality, but neither elsewhere. The Makvilauri sinker are divided in about ten groups, which is
seen as a proof that the nets of different sizes used to exist. As we can see, we are dealing with one of
the first stages of using the woven nets in fishing in the world civilization. All of this was motivated by the
development of weaving.

The other important innovation for the local inhabitants is pottery making. There are found suffi-
ciently old fragments of the jar’like flat-bottom vessels, burnt lightly. The ornaments are not present yet.
By finding the plastical qualities of clay, it became possible to have a boiled dish, which played a progres-
sive role in the history of humanity, in the later periods too. The Neolithic culture for the Western South
Caucasus, in particular, pottery, shows considerable similarity with the pottery of Near and Middle East
(Jarmo, Jeituni).

As proved by the material, both exhibited and kept in the fund of the museum, there clearly were
extremely important changes is west Georgia, including Ajara, during the Late Mesolithic and the
Neolithic periods, as well as in the early advanced territories (Middle Asia, Anatolia, Mesopotamia,
the Balkans, the Mediterranean sea area etc.). These changes were the transfer from the foraging
economy to the producing one.

There were excellent conditions for the development of the early forms of agriculture, farming,
sewing and pottery-making in our reality. The epochal changes in the technologies of tool-making
accompanied this processes. The conditions for emerging and developing of the early forms of mining
and metallurgy were ready.
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
